•	 A $50 non-refundable application fee (check or money order) payable  
to Salem State University. 

•	 Bachelor’s degree with a major in nursing from a nationally accredited 
program OR a bachelor’s degree in another field from an accredited 
college or university, and satisfactory performance on the National 
League for Nursing Baccalaureate Achievement Examination (NLNBAE). 
(Except for Direct Entry/MSN) 

•	 Official transcripts from all undergraduate/graduate institutions attended 
including evidence of successful completion of a basic statistics course. 
The transcripts must contain the college seal and be in a sealed college 
envelope.

•	 Official transcripts of any graduate courses taken or degrees held. 

•	 Three reference for graduate admission forms. Recommender may 
attach a letter, but must also return the provided form. Appropriate 
references may include: 

	   •	 Educational references from an instructor, administrator, etc. 

	   •	 Professional references from a current supervisor, coworker, etc. 	

•	 Official copy of scores from the Graduate Record Examination (GRE) or  
the Miller Analogies Test (MAT), taken within the last five years. Those 
who already hold a master’s degree are exempt from this requirement. 
(Except for Graduate Certificate Program in Nursing Education) 

•	 Official results of the Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) or 
International English Language Testing System (IELTS) for all students  
for whom English is not a first language. 

•	 A 500- to 1,000-word, double-spaced statement of purpose addressing  
the following questions: 

	   •	 What factors in your personal and professional history  
	 have influenced you in the past and now lead you to  
	 seek admission to this program at Salem State University? 

	   •	 What are your long-term professional goals, and how  
	 will this program help you to meet them? 

	   •	 Is there any other information that you think would help  
	 the admissions committee evaluate your application?

•	 Copy of current license to practice as a registered nurse in 
Massachusetts. (Except for Direct Entry/MSN) 

•	 Resumé reflecting educational preparation and evidence of one year of 
work experience as a registered nurse. (Except for Direct Entry/MSN)

•	 A minimum undergraduate GPA of 3.0 (on a 4.0 scale)

•	 Proof of having successfully completed required prerequisites as  
outlined on the Direct Entry/MSN website salemstate.edu/nursing

 

  A pp  l i ca  t i o n  P r o ced   u r es   A N D  D E A D LI  N E S

We recommend that you apply no later than May 1 for fall enrollment  

and October 1 for spring enrollment.

All transcripts from foreign 
universities must have an approved agency’s 
evaluation of courses, grades, academic degrees, 
and grade-point averages. Three approved 
agencies include the Center for Educational 
Documentation (cedevaluations.com), World 
Education Services, Inc. (wes.org), and North 
American Educational Group (naeg.org).

•	 Official Test of English as a Foreign Language 
(TOEFL) or International English Language 
Testing System (IELTS) score report for all 
students for whom English is not a first 
language.

•	 Financial documents, if you need an I-20 or 
DS2019.
