TEACHER LICENSURE PROGRAM (TLP)

Initial Licensure

for

Candidates who already hold a Baccalaureate Degree

Salem State College has developed a post-baccalaureate program designed to provide degreed students with the course work needed for Initial Licensure.  The Teacher Licensure Program (TLP) at Salem State College parallels the requirements for the undergraduate program in a variety of teaching fields.  Course work is at the undergraduate level.  An overall GPA of 2.75 and passing scores on the Communication and Literacy part of the Massachusetts Test for Educator Licensure (MTEL) are requirements for admission into the program.  If you do not meet this requirement at this time, you may make an appointment with an Advisor, at (978) 542-6472 to discuss your candidacy.

The enclosed application form specifically addresses the issue of Initial licensure independent of a degree program.  It is designed for those who possess a baccalaureate degree.  At present, the final stage of licensure, Professional, does require an approved Master’s degree or alternative requirements.

Specific courses, seminars, and pre-practicum experiences constitute the Teacher Licensure Program.  A program of study will be worked out with the appropriate department and level advisor so that students know what specific courses to take and the best sequence for completion of the teacher Licensure program.  Students are strongly advised to meet with program advisors before registering for courses.  Please note that enrollment in courses taken in the day college through the Division of Continuing Education is on a space available basis, but this policy rarely causes any problems. 

Students in the TLP will be provided with the name of the coordinator in their intended area of study upon acceptance into the program.  Candidates should contact the coordinator(s) or academic advisor as soon as possible to set up an appointment.

When students have completed all courses necessary to fulfill Standard I (content knowledge) for their appropriate area and have satisfied the educational prerequisites, they undertake the curriculum methods courses and the student teaching practicum.  To be eligible for these courses, students will need a cumulative overall GPA of 2.75 and a 3.0 GPA in their major field.  (Students seeking high school student teaching practicum will need a 2.75 overall GPA and a 3.0 in their major field and in the Secondary Education minor.)  Students will also need to have passed ENG101, ENG102 with a grade of C or better.

The Early Childhood and Elementary students must take their three curriculum block courses in the same semester.  Please note certain secondary pre-practicum and methods courses are only offered during the day.

The student teaching practicum runs for a full semester for a minimum of 300 clock hours (ECH 400 hours requirement.)  It is accompanied by a weekly seminar at the College.  This course is essential and is typically the course immediately prior to the granting of initial licensure.  Admission to student teaching requires a passing score on the content subject matter components of the Massachusetts Test for Educator Licensure (MTEL).  

Students should also be aware that in addition to the student teaching practicum, many of the education and pre-practicum courses will involve activities and observations in a school system during the day and at the level and in the subject matter area for which Licensure is sought.  Students are advised that pre-practicum field based experiences must total 75 hours over the course of the program.
