	Discussion
	The Chair introduced Professor Gregg Whyte to speak on behalf of the proposal and gave the committee some background on the issue.  The Computer Science department seeks to not specify a test that is used to measure the competency.  This change will enable the department to change the tool in the future without revising the catalog.  The web page for the Academic Advising Center will continue to have the most current information about the test that is being used. 

Jim Fallon proposed a global replacement of “Salem State College” with ‘Salem State University” as needed.    Addition edits were proposed:

1. Under “LEVEL 1,”  line 1:  remove second “.” After “State.”
2. Under “LEVEL 1,” line 2: delete “them”

3. Under “3. Computer Literacy,” sections should be relabeled

	SubCommittee Reports

	
	Academic Integrity:  Brad Hubeny reported that both virtual and in person meetings have been held.  The committee is reviewing information from the NEASC neasc survey and is seeking additional input re: the current policy. 
Composition Exemption:  The next meeting will be on 11/2.  The subcommittee will also meet with Alexandra Perry, the new Coordinator of First Year Writing in the English Department. 
Foreign Language Exemption: The subcommittee met and contacted various stakeholders. Another meeting wil be held immediately following APC:03. 
Honors and Deans List :  Gwen Scottgale reported that the subcommittee has met.  Megan Miller was contacted and indicated no changes needed for the policies as they are relatively new. Revision will be made to Acalog to reflect the change in Latin Honors and its pending effective date.   Amie Goodwin reached out to Joanna Gonsalves to confirm that no corresponding changes were need to the GPA information on the web site for the “Commonwealth Honors Program”
Course Information Policy:   Sanjay Jain reported that this policy was updated in 2011-2012 to tie course goals to assessment outcomes and to include emergency language.  The Deans have been asked if they see any changes needed to policy.  Several instances of the word “College” (rather than “University”) continue to appear under the Student Rights Policies section of the catalog.  

Academic Writing Standards:  Pam Leong and Vanessa Ruget reported that faculty were surveyed and in general, respondents felt that the policy was fine as it is.  Some respondents  suggested change was needed.  There appears to be an issue around faculty awareness of the policy (only 15% of 70 respondents reported being aware that SSU had an academic writing standards policy).   

Transfer Credit:  The subcomittee will have its first meeting on 11/10.
Education and Teacher Education:  Patricia Buchanan and Gwen Scottgale reported that the subcommittee will wait until the NCATE review is over before asking the School of Education to look at this set of policies.  

Art and Music:  The subcommittee has reached out to the two affected departments.  It was reported that Ben Gross, Chair of Art + Design is concerned that the Art Portfolio Policy should not be confused with the Admissions Policy (the latter is currently brought up by clicking on a link ) The subcommittee members recommended that Ben Gross submit to ACC the necessary changes in both the departmental section an admissions  section language.  
Krishna Mallick reported that Music Chair Mary Jo Grenfell finds the content and the catalog to be in sync but would ike to delete one sentence from the catalog.  Patricia Buchanan suggested that Mary Jo contact her for clarification on what will be needed to make this change. 
Internal Program Review:  the subcommittee has not met yet

Calendar Committee:  Scott James reported that the subcomittee will meet within the  two weeks and consider the 2013-2014 calendar.

Directed Study; The subcommittee will meet within the next 2 weeks. This policy was last revised in May 2004 and warrants review at this time. 
Selective Retention:  Scott James reported that meeting dates have been established.
Patricia asked sub committees to prepare brief written reports for the November 17 meeting.  She asked that they be submitted to her by 11/8 or 11/9.    She acknowledged the the extra work that this policy review has entailed, and thanked the committee members for the extra time they have given.
