Mary Platt moved to remove the IDS item from the table for consideration at this meeting; Kathleen Hess seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

Mary Platt moved to approve the IDS item. There was much discussion regarding the new American Studies minor (12:020). The minor was developed by paring down an existing concentration. Many departments were affected, and letters of support from all affected departments are included as an appendix to the packet. A question was asked regarding the absence of communication courses, it was explained that the development of this concentration focused on ensuring that the included courses were appropriate for non-majors and were offered on a regular basis. No communication or speech communication courses had been identified that fit the requirements at this time – but this did not mean that courses from either of those departments would never be included should an appropriate course become known. There was little discussion for 12:021 since it was a straightforward change in prerequisites for an existing course. 
The vote to approve the IDS packet 12:020 and 12:021 was unanimous.

Christopher Schoen moved to approve the English Department packet, Jeb Booth seconded. There was some discussion, most of which was focused on the new course descriptions – it was agreed that they should be in complete sentences, and that some of the descriptions needed to be revised so that the prerequisites are at the end. Regarding 12:023, the “V” subcommittee agreed to recommend a “V” for course use in course ENL 308. The Curriculum Committee also noted that packet 12:035 had already been approved by this committee and was thus removed from the packet.
With minor changes – e.g., some of the course descriptions need to be revised (e.g.,) so that the prerequisites are the last thing in the description; the topics courses needed the proper wording regarding students’ ability to repeat the course for course credit – the vote to approve the English Department’s packet (item numbers 12:022-12:034 and 12:036) was unanimous.

Sanjay Kudrimoti moved to approve the Political Science Department packet, Jeb Booth seconded. For packet 12:043 the committee questioned whether the departments of Criminal Justice, Social work, and IDS were involved, or considered, when developing the Public Policy and Public Administration minor. Kani Sathasivam, Chair of the Political Science department, said that since this is a minor in the Political Science Department there were many constraints on the number of courses that could be included, so they did not have freedom to reach out to other departments as they might have wanted to do. He also said that Greg Carroll, the Chair of the IDS department, was aware of this new minor and did not think that it would have any impact on the IDS department’s public policy concentration. There was also discussion about the footnote added to the flowsheets in packets 12:044 – 12:046 to make students aware that there may be other options that could substitute for the DI elective PHL125 (Critical Reasoning) and the DII elective MAT247 (Statistics); this was added to make the flowsheet more flexible, mostly for transfer students. Sometimes transfer students have taken a course similar enough to the one on the flowsheet to be used for the major even if it did not successfully transfer as MAT247 or PHL125. 
With minor changes – for example, in the catalog narrative of 12:042 it needs to specify 12 credits of Political Science electives; the catalog narrative of 12:043 needs to specify that the “two other electives courses” equates to 6 credits  – the vote to approve the Political Science Department’s packet was unanimous.
