Called to Order @ 12:35PM

· Review of minutes from meeting of February 2, 2010. Accepted w/two changes

· Carol Zoppel reminded the group that we need to make some recommendations to the President regarding the New Library

·  Distributed for discussion and review were: Copies of the 2007 and 2010 Library Faculty Surveys; a survey question comparison sheet, prepared by Carol; and a list of possible recommendations from the Committee to the President.  Some points covered in discussion:

· It was noted that in 2007 there were 219 completing the survey, and in 2010 there were 95 completions

· More faculty off campus use in 2010 then 2007

· Need to know the names of the departments, and will request that information

· Results may be skewed by Business faculty, and their close proximity to Interim Library

· School of Human Services were the most satisfied with the Library databases

· In general people are feeling better about our collections, #29 numbers are up

· We should decide if revisions are needed for the recommendations sheet

· There are problems with roof leaks in the Interim Library that need attention

· Recommendation Sheet, #2. Should be changed. Library has already  started to offer  streaming video 

· Recommendation Sheet #1: Increase library materials budget

· Need to clarify where the gaps in the journals collections are

· Solicit a list of critical journals from departments for retention as print subscriptions

· It was noted, related to Question #14, that users now tend to prefer materials in electronic format

· Suggested Recommendation :  Make librarians part of the process when new courses and areas of concentration are discussed.  This will help ensure that new class offerings have adequate library support.

· Need to advertise more

· Make more use of current Face book page

· Dean Cirillo mentioned there will be full page, color ads in The Log listing hours, and  help that will be available

· The English Department uses Cathy Fahey for Shop Talk program, to highlight Library Resources

· Department Chairs are finding it hard to post advertisements on SSC Web site

· Listing of workshops on the Web page would be very useful

· Updating of activities, similar to a blog, is very difficult to perform

· Carol will review and revise, redraft  three to five recommendations for the President

· Chris Mauriello suggested that thought be given towards increasing archive materials for display. This expanded archive collection could highlight and display faculty projects

· Growth may come with addition of Congressman Tierney’s papers

· History frequently gets asked to receive donations of academic papers

· Should explore funds to purchase more archival collections

· Expanded Archives will require increased funding for archival staff

· Discussion of the relevance of electronic readers


· Should assess suitability for our collections

· Could be a check out item

· Sony, Kindle, Ipad are possibilities

· LMDC needs to stay involved in the discussion for the New Library, particularly in regards to the design of collaborative areas using technology

· Jay Catoggio reported that this summer there will be an attempt to install as many as 29 basic. Level 1 projection systems, in classrooms throughout SSC.  Paid for by ARRA funds
