Book Vouchers 

It’s assumed that most students work and save some of 

their earnings to meet immediate expenses such as books 

and supplies. (No, seriously!) However, financial aid 

recipients who have a financial aid credit that exceeds 

all charges can receive a book voucher for up to $450 

each semester. Book vouchers are not a form of financial 

aid.  Not everyone will get one; it depends on how much 

leftover aid funds you have once your bill is paid. (See 

refunds below) Book vouchers can only be used 1 week 

before and until the last day of add/drop.  Students 

should go directly to the bookstore and present their 

student ID to see if they are eligible.    

 

 
FINANCIAL AID REFUNDS  

 

Financial Aid refunds are sent to students whose 

financial aid exceeds their bill.  This money can be 

used for school supplies, transportation, personal and 

living expenses.  Students should not depend on financial aid 

refunds to pay for living expenses at the beginning of each 

semester.  

 

** Financial aid funds for the Fall are expected to be 

disbursed (sent to your bursar account) by late October, 

and students can expect to receive any leftover funds 

after all of their financial aid has been disbursed.  

Students must have all required paperwork, award letters, 

promissory notes and loan entrance counseling forms 

completed in order for their aid to be disbursed.  Failure 

to turn in any paperwork in a timely manner may result 

in a late refund, as well as the reduction or cancellation 

of aid.

The reality about financial aid is that few, if 

any, students (and parents) can go through a 

college career without the need to pay a 

portion out of pocket.  

 

 For Parents there are 2 loans specifically for 

parents. The Federal Parent Plus Loan* and 

the MEFA (Massachusetts Education Finance 

Authority) Loan**.   

 

For Students, There are a number of student 

loan companies to help with tuition, fees and 

living expenses.   

  

Check the Financial Aid Website for a list of 

recommended lenders. We do not endorse 1 

company over another. You may choose any 

lender. Our recommended lenders are 

companies that we have established strong 

professional relationships with based on their 

loan products, customer service practices 

and especially their benefits offered to 

students. 

We recommend that students and parents do 

some research before applying for loans. A 

few things you should look for in a loan are: 

 

 Origination Fees (charges for processing 

the loan typically between 0-4%) 

 Interest Rates
