    Baccalaureate degree or the equivalent from an accredited institution. (Some programs require a baccalaureate degree in the 
specific field of specialization.)

    Satisfactory cumulative grade point average at the undergraduate level and an official transcript of all university work. You will 
need to submit all diplomas and transcripts accompanied with a translated copy and a credentials evaluation from an accredited 
organization. Transcripts of college or university study should be sent to Center for Educational Documentation at P.O. Box 231126, 
Boston, MA 02132, Telephone (617) 338-7171, Fax (617) 338-7101 or an equivalent reputable evaluation service. In addition to  
the report from the evaluation service, applicants must have an original, official transcript of courses, grades, and academic 
degree(s) submitted directly to the graduate program by the institution(s) attended. An official English translation of the 
transcript(s) must also be submitted if the original is not in English.

    Three completed Reference for Graduate Admissions forms (available on the Web site); references may attach a letter, but must  
also return the provided form. 

    A 500- to 1,000-word, double-spaced statement of purpose addressing the following questions:

   a. What factors in your personal and professional history have influenced you in the past and now lead you to seek admission  
 to this program at Salem State College?

   b. What are your long-term professional goals, and how will this program help you to meet them?

   c. Is there any other information that you think would help the admissions committee evaluate your application?

    Satisfactory performance on one of the following graduate admission tests. Most programs accept results from the Graduate  
Record Exam (GRE) or Miller Analogies Test (MAT). Applicants to the MBA program must take the Graduate Management  
Admission Test (GMAT).

    All students for whom English is not a first language must submit scores from the Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL).  
A minimum score of 550 on the paper-based test, 213 on the computer-based test, or 79 on the Web-based test is recommended.

    For international students requiring a Form I-20 for F-1 visa status, a “Certification of Finances” form (available on the Web site) 
should be filled out indicating and certifying that sufficient funds exist to cover the costs of the program. Bank or other financial 
statements and a letter from the sponsor can be substituted for the “Certification of Finances” form.

    Resume reflecting business/management/work experience. Required for MBA but optional for all other programs.

    Please note: International students applying to M.Ed. programs will be admitted to the non-licensure track unless they are  
seeking Massachusetts Teacher Licensure. In that case, they must take and pass the Communication and Literacy subtest  
portion of the Massachusetts Test for Educator Licensure. (Information about this test is available at www.mtel.nesinc.com.)
