Mr. Clinton
mentional the Good Samaritan Act anditsimplications Char Sazar noted tha it
was never officially proposd to RHA. Thecommunity coundls were approached
initially and theidea madeit throughthe grapevineto theadministrators of
Residence Life. Theadministration noted thelegd liability. Char Slazar further
noted tha RHA never voted regarding funding for this project. Senaor Paquin,
whois certified in CPR as arequirement of hisjob. He noted tha heis till liable
if hemakes amistake in performing CPR while at his job and drew an andogy to
thesituaion of training RAs in CPR. Dr. Brossoit strongly suggested tha Mr.
Clinton speak with Executive Vice President Cahill regarding this matter.
President Mitchdl closed the matter since the discussion had started to become an
unprodudive discussion. He reiterated Dr. Brossoit® advice to speak with Dr.
Cahill.
