TEACH Grant…..The Teacher Education Assistance for College and Higher Education Grant.  The TEACH Grant was 

created to provide grants of up to $4000 per year to students (prorated for less than full-time) who intend to teach 

in a public or private elementary or secondary school that serves students from low-income families.  Please visit 

the Department of Education’s TEACH Grant website for full details regarding the program:

TEACH GRANT AMOUNTS: 

 

Full time - $3,964.40 an academic year ($1,982.20 per semester) 

Three-quarter time - $2,973.30 an academic year ($1,486.65 per semester) 

Half-time - $1,982.20 an academic year ($991.10 per semester) 

Less than half-time - $991.10 an academic year ($495.55 per semester)
