CONSENT:

e Consentis an understandable exchange of
affirmative words or actions, which indicate a
willingness by all parties to participate in mutually
agreed upon sexual activity. Silence does not equal
consent.

e Consentcannot be given if one of the participants
is: under the age of consent (16 years old in
MA), mentally disabled, incapacitated by drugs
or alcohol, unconscious, asleep, unaware, or
physically helpless.

e Consentis not effective if a person is coerced,
pressured, intimidated
or threatened.

e Consentcan be revoked at any time.

HOW TO HELP A FRIEND

e LISTEN.

e Don'tjudge—nbelieve what they say.

¢ NEVER blame them for being assaulted.

e Helpthem explore their options.

e Askifthey want police assistance?

e Askifthey are afraid of seeing the person again?
e Askifthey need medical care?

e Askif they want to talk with a confidential source?

e HELP them make a connection with one of the
referral sources listed in this brochure.

THE UNIVERSITY’S REQUIRED RESPONSE:

Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972
prohibits discrimination on the basis of sex in any
federally funded education program or activity. Title
IX also covers sexual violence and reminds schools of
their responsibilities to take immediate and effective
steps to respond to sexual violence.

The Violence Against Women Act (VAWA) “addresses
and prohibits acts of violence motivated by gender
[and] clarifies the rights of victims of sexual assault,
domestic violence, dating violence or stalking” on
university campuses.

Both of these legislations allow Salem State to
take immediate action to help both victims and the
accused. This may include:

e Animmediate investigation
e Safety escorts

e Allowing someone you choose to accompany you
throughout the proceedings

e Allowing the victim and the accused to attend
different classes

e Residence hall relocation
e Counseling and medical services

e Academic support services
